RULES: 
1. All boats must have operative aerated live well. 
2. All boats must have operative kill switch. 
3. Artificial lures only, no live bait. 
4.   a) Pre-fishing is allowed up to and including the day 
before until 5 pm. (b) Only exception to (a) is for the opening 
weekend tournament there is no fishing allowed 2 weeks prior 
to the Saturday before the tournament. You may be on the 
water with no rods or any other fishing tackle, but you can fish 
on Saturday the day before. (c) Classic pre-fishing is allowed 
up to 5 pm the Friday before Classic. 
5. Fishing boundaries are defined as all waters accessible 

by boat only. Going through locks is not permitted. No 
trespassing on private property. 

6. All tournaments are five fish limits per team. Bass: Any 
combination of small mouth or large mouth bass only. 
Walleye: 5 walleye only. Combinations : Any  five bass 
and or walleye. Team boats shall have no more than the 
five fish limit in their livewells while under power of the 
main engine at any time during the tournament. Teams 
must cull down to 5 weighable fish prior to weigh-in, or 
TOP BASS will cull fish starting with the largest fish. 

7. Size limit is 13 inches tip to tip. Any bass or walleye 
measuring less than 13 inches is disqualified. And in 
addition to this there will be a one (1) pound penalty 
deducted from team’s total weight. 

8. Approved personal flotation devices must be worn by all 
competitors while traveling with main engine. 

9. No alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs may be 
consumed during tournament hours, or at weigh-in 

10. site (s). 
11. No fishing permitted within 75 feet of any other 

competitors, while anchored and trolling motor up. 
12. Federal and Provincial fisheries and boating regulations 

strictly adhered to. 
13. Teams weighing in dead fish will be penalized ½ (.5) 

pound, from total weight, for each dead fish. Dead fish 
cannot be weighed in for big fish of the day. 

14. No fishing is permitted within 150 feet of any Ministry of 
Natural Resources nets. 

15. Minimum boat length is 14 feet. Competitors cannot fish 
from canoes. 

16. All pay backs are based upon a field of 120 teams. 
Maximum teams allowed are 150. 

17. If tournament must be cancelled due to weather or any 
other reason  it will be held the next date that TOP 
BASS has open. 

18. In all cases of a tie, teams that are tied for first will fish-
off, all others split. 

19. Team consists of 2 members per boat. 
20. Protests are allowed after final team weighs in, and 

before prizes are handed out. All protests must be 
accompanied by a $100 protest fee, refundable if 
protest is won. 

21. No refund unless a replacement is found. 
22. Tournament hours are first heat 7:00 am to 3:00 pm, 

Teams 1 to 60; 7:30 to 3:30 for Teams 61-120. It is the 
Teams’ responsibility to make sure that they are 
checked out and ready for your start time. If not ready 
when number is called, Team will start at end of heat. 

23. Late arrivals for weigh-ins will be penalized 1 pound for 
first 5 minutes, then 1 lb per minute late after that. 

24. Competitors may be disqualified for any violation of 
tournament rules or the law, and will not receive refund. 

25. TOP BASS reserves the right to refuse any applicants. 
26. Entrants must have boats inspected and receive their 

team number before start time. If teams take off prior to 
doing so, they will be disqualified and no monies 
refunded. 

27. It is the responsibility of the competitors to pay any 
launching or parking fees. 

28. The Classic shall consist of the top 75 paying Teams 
and last year’s winners, determined as described 
herein. To qualify for Classic, use the total weight of 
Team’s best 6 TOP BASS Qualifying tournaments. 
Team must fish no less than 4 TOP BASS qualifier 
tournaments In the same year with only the captain 
carrying the weight. Qualifying Teams must pay $130.00 
per team to fish The Classic. 

29. All boats must be covered with a minimum $1 million 
liability insurance policy. Name of insurance company 
and policy number must be shown on entry form. Proof 
of insurance must be made upon request.    

30. All teams must check in at end of day, or a penalty of 1 
lb will be deducted from the team’s Classic weight. 
Exceptions will be made for emergency and or 
mechanical problems only, notify host or officials using 
the nearest telephone. 

31. All boats must display identification numbered tags. 
32. All team members must be 16 years of age or have 

parental consent to compete. 
33. Speed zones must be obeyed. Speed zones are shore 

to shore no matter how wide. 
34. Decisions of tournament officials are final. 
35. At any given tournament, at any time at random, 

tournament director may choose any team for any 
reason and put a SCRUTINEER in their boat. Refusal of 
this rule will result of an IMMEDIATE 
DISQUALIFICATION AND NO MONIES REFUNDED.

RULES ON CLASSIC:  To be eligible for the Classic, 
you must fish a minimum of 4 tournaments. For all Classic 
entrants, the teams best 6 tournament weights count. 

1. Top 75 teams from qualifiers will qualify – if for some 
reason a team cannot compete, the next team in order 
will be added. 

2. This is a two person team event qualifier, so if you fish 
as a team, you compete as a team. Captains that fish 
with more than one partner, the partner with the most 
tournaments fished must be the partner in the Classic.  

3. Each team that qualifies must pay an entrance fee of 
$130.00, AS PER PREVIOUS YEARS.  

4. Your qualifying position will determine the Blast Off 
position for both days.  

5. Only the captain of each team will receive and carry the                       
Weight. 
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Team of The Year 
Prize 

Team with largest total weight from qualifier 
tournaments and the 2 day Classic, will be 
declared Team of the Year and will win entry into 
the following years Qualifier Tournaments.  Prize 
is non-transferable and cannot be “cashed out”. 
A Team consists of 2 members. If captain fishes 
with more than 1 partner, this constitutes a new 

team which must start over.

ANGLER OF THE YEAR PRIZE 
Angler with the largest total weight from this 
years qualifier tournaments and the 2 days of the 
classic. The angler must fish more then 3 
tournaments with at least 2 different partners.  
ONLY THE CAPTAIN OF EACH TEAM will 
carry the weight. And he or she must declare 
before the start of the 1st tournament.    
WILL WIN HALF OF THE ENTRY FEE INTO THE 
FOLLOWING YEARS QUALIFIER TOURNAMENTS  

RULE:   
36. If an official protest is filed for any reason, the ruling will be 
determined by all participating team captains at the event, 
including the classic. 
37. Ethics is a must and must be adhered to by all competing 
anglers. Sportsmanship must be displayed at ALL TOP BASS 
events at all times. Ethics and sportsmanship must be shown at all 
times, on and off the water. 
38. in the event of an official protest, the team initializing the 
protest must do so in writing. The team in question will have the 
chance to rebut in writing. Top Bass officials will hand out ballots 
to each captain to cast their vote on the infraction in question. The 
vote will be decided by the angler’s peers. This decision will be 
final and the ballot counting will be done by both parties involved in 
the protest. No further discussions with individuals will be 
tolerated, and may result in being banned from further TOP BASS 
events. 
39. CELLULAR telephones or any communications devices are to 
be present on boats for emergencies only. Anyone found using 
these devices for means of advantageously locating fish with any 
other person on the water is strictly prohibited and will result in 
disqualification. 
40. Argumentative behavior will not be tolerated with cottagers. If 
you are asked to move away from their property or belongings, 
you must do so. Each individual occurrence will be dealt with 
accordingly. 
41. all fish that are being weighed in must be caught by the team 
members, in the same boat, on the same day as the TOP BASS 
event which they are weighing fish in for.
